TRUSTEES REPORT

The Chairman Graham Price (GP) gave an overall account of the choirs’ activities during the past
year. The two main concerts being the St John Passion at All Saints, Barry and Vivaldi’s Gloria held
at St llltud’s Church in Llantwit Major.

A Proposal to accept the Trustees Report was made

by Chris Woodward and Seconded by Richard Bayliss and

agreed by all those present.
TREASURERS REPORT
Geoff Semmens (GS) reported that over the last year there was a loss of approximately £1,100 on
the income and expense account. This was mainly due to losses on the St John Passion Concert,
which was a one off concert and has never been done in the Vale of Glamorgan before. It was felt
that this loss was acceptable due to the prestige of this particular work and its great success.

The balance in the bank at the end of the 1 September 2015 to 31 August 2016 year is £3,911.66.

The accounts were examined by David Watson and GS thanked him for doing so.



Carl Granger asked, what the position was on St Donats Chorale getting Gift Aid monies paid back.
GS said that HMRC has now recognised our claim, so this can now be reclaimed in future.

Chris Samuel gave a vote of thanks to GS for all the hard work he has put in over his time as
treasurer.

A Proposal to accept the Treasurer’s Report was made
by Chris Michelle Rogers and Seconded by David Ephraim and
agreed by all those present.

MOTION — MEMBERSHIP FEE BE RAISED TO £108 PER YEAR (£9 PER MONTH)

GS put forward a motion to raise the membership fee to £108 per year (£9 per month) with effect
from 1* January 2017. This would enable a buffer of approximately £1,200 for any concert
expenses over the year.

A Proposal to accept the Motion was made
by Richard Bayliss and Seconded by Chris Harrison and
agreed by all those present.

Choir members should alter their standing orders with effect from the 1* January 2017.

There was further discussion regarding members paying for a full year’s membership regardless of
whether they attend concerts and rehearsals. The committee will discuss this matter and put
forward a proposal to choir members.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS

The Vice-Chairperson (Michelle Rogers) and the Treasurer (Geoff Semmens) are standing down
from their posts this year. Graham Price (Chairman) gave a vote of thanks to both for all their hard
work whilst in office. GP also gave a vote of thanks on behalf of all the choir members, to Carl as
our Musical Leader and James Bull our pianist for all their patience and teaching, making us
perform to our very best.

There was a short interlude in order that members could discuss who would like to fill the two
vacant positions. Peter Dickson very kindly agreed to take on the position of Vice-Chairperson,
with the proviso that he would not go onto hold the office of Chairperson. David Watson also
agreed to stand as Treasurer for the coming year. As there were no other nominations for these
two posts, they were voted in unanimously. Richard Bayliss gave a vote of thanks to both of them
for standing as officers.

All the other officers are as standing last year. Michelle Rogers said that she was prepared to carry

on as Wardrobe and Tea/Coffee Monitor.
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With regard to the standing Trustees, there was a block vote for all to stay.
A proposal to accept all the other officers was made by

Richard Bayliss and seconded by Marcia Malia and unanimously
agreed by those present.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS

It was announced that next week’s rehearsal was going to be held in Ysgol y Ddraig Primary School,
Ham Lane East, Llantwit Major at the usual time of 7.30pm. A decision can then be made as to
which venue the choir members should choose. A decision will be made before Christmas.
